much Saturday about getting kids to
eat fresh food as they did about keep-
ing farms commercially viable.

“We started out trying to save
the family farm,” Nelson said at a
pre-concert news conference in
which the rockers sat among farm-
ers. “Now, it looks like the family
farm is going to save us.”

Over the years, Farm Aid has
raised some $29 million, which it
